• Power line runs through the property

• Excellent geology situated midway between Startrack and 
Queensway

• IP and Mag surveys completed indicating open ended 
untested anomalies

• Under the radar because no government reports have been
done until now

• Government just completed a report on the property in its
current research

• Room for a much larger land package



Bridal Veil and Abbotts Ridge are 
epigenetic, Cu–Ag ± Pb ± Au-
mineralized, orogenic vein systems 
hosted in north-northeast- to west-
southwest-striking (~260°), steeply 
dipping (~85°) dextral reverse oblique 
shear zones of inferred Acadian 
(Middle Devonian) age (H. Sandeman, 
pers. Comm., 2019)
